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Prima editie a cartii ,Boli
dermatologice si infectii sexual-
transmisibile” a d-lui conf. univ.
dr. Virgil Patrascu a aparut in
anul 2008, la editura SITECH din
Craiova. La momentul respectiv
am apreciat bogata documentare
(244 titluri bibliografice), capa-
citatea originald de sinteza si
stilul foarte clar pe parcursul
celor aproximativ 600 de pagini
in care au fost prezentate
principalele boli cutanate.

Editia a II-a a acestei lucréri,
apdrutd la aceeasi editurd in
2012, reprezintd in opinia mea
un eveniment editorial, fiind o
carte foarte utild pentru pre-
gdtirea in domeniul Dermato-
venerologiei.

In conditiile avalansei informationale
moderne, se recunoaste faptul ca periodic, la
aproximativ cinci ani, cartile medicale trebuie
reinnoite. Aceasta a Il-a editie apare la patru ani
de la prima editie si cuprinde in cele aproape 700
pagini notiunile fundamentale moderne
referitoare la principalele boli dermatologice.

Lucrarea este structuratd in 48 de capitole.
Fiecare capitol este dens in continut stiintific,
cuprinzand cele mai noi cunostinte despre
patologia dermatologica tratatd, autorul
consultand 308 surse bibliografice. Sunt
prezentate corect sub aspect stiintific, in capitole
distincte, infectiile cutanate (virale, bacteriene,
micotice) si dermatozele parazitare.

Avand in vedere cd alergia este boala
epidemicd a secolului XXI, in continuare autorul
prezintd dermatozele prin substrat imunoalergic:
urticarii, eczeme, vasculite, eritemul polimorf etc.
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The first edition of "Skin
diseases and sexually trans-
mitted infections” of Mr.
Assistant  Professor Dr. Virgil
Patrascu appeared in 2008 at
SITECH publisher, Craiova. At
that time I appreciated the rich
documentation (244 references),
the original capacity of synthesis
and clear style throughout the
approximately 600 pages in
which all the major skin diseases
were presented.

The second edition of this
study, which appeared in 2012 at
the same publishing house, is, in
my opinion, an editorial event,
being a very useful book for
training in Dermatology.

In the era of modern
information avalanche, medical books must be
renewed periodically every five years. This
second edition appears four years after the first
edition and includes nearly 700 pages on
fundamental modern notions concerning major
dermatological diseases.

The paper is structured in 48 chapters. Each
chapter is characterized by dense scientific
content, including the latest information
regarding dermatologic pathology; the author
has consulted 308 bibliographic sources.

Skin infections (viral, bacterial, fungal) and
parasitic dermatoses are presented scientifically,
in separate chapters.

Considering that allergy is the epidemic
disease of the 215t century, the author further
describes cutaneous immunoallergic disorders:
urticaria, eczema, vasculitis, erythema multi-
forme etc.
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Consumul crescut de produse farmaceutice
pe plan mondial face sd se inregistreze tot mai
multe reactii iatrogene, aproximativ 50% dintre
acestea fiind cutanate. Acestea releva importanta
parcurgerii capitolului , Reactii cutanate post-
medicamentoase”, al cdarui continut reflecta
stadiul actual al cunoasterii.

Un domeniu de mare actualitate il reprezinta
,, Bolile tesutului conjunctiv” si ,, Dermatozele
buloase autoimune”, prezentate excelent in
capitolele 20, respectiv 22.

In capitolele referitoare la precancerele si
cancerele cutanate sunt redate notiunile cele mai
recente privind carcinogeneza si sunt descrise
inspirat entitdtile clinice. Mijloacele si metodele
terapeutice sunt prezentate critic pe baza bogatei
experiente practice a autorului.

Fara a Incerca sd enumdr toate capitolele,
amintesc totusi pe cele referitoare la geno-
dermatoze, mastocitoze, histiocitoze, dar si pe
cele mai rar intalnite in cirtile de dermatologie,
precum , Manifestdri cutanate in diabetul
zaharat” si ,Modificdri cutanate fiziologice si
patologice In sarcind”.

Avand in vedere povara nu numai a bolilor
dermatologice pe care o simt pacientii, dar si a
imbatranirii cutanate pe care o simte la un mo-
ment al vietii fiecare dintre noi, trebuie sd subli-
niez datele moderne cuprinse in capitolul ,, Imba-
trdnirea cutanatd. Terapii dermatocosmetice”.

Cartea se iIncheie cu sectiunea privind
infectiile sexual-transmisibile, patologie care
continud sd ramana o problemd de sdndtdte
publica.

Iconografia de la final este foarte sugestiva si
inlesneste recunoasterea clinicd a bolilor cutanate
exemplificate.

In incheiere, remarc faptul ci autorul
stdpaneste arta scrisului medical, decurgand de
aici un stil clar de prezentare care creste valoarea
didacticd a cartii de fatd. Adresez felicitari
autorului si sunt convins cd vor fi incantati
medicii care vor parcurge aceastd carte ce
imbogateste patrimoniul literaturii medicale
dermatologice.

With the high consumption of pharma-
ceutical products worldwide, adverse drug
reactions, of which approximately 50% are cuta-
neous reactions, have been reported increasingly
more often. Therefore, the importance of the
chapter about “Adverse cutaneous drug-
reactions” is revealed, its content reflecting the
current state of knowledge.

A field of great interest is given by the
“Connective tissue diseases” and “Auto-immune
bullous diseases”, which are perfectly presented
in Chapters 20 and 22.

In the sections on precancerous lesions and
cutaneous cancers, the author reproduces the
latest information about carcinogenesis and
inspiredly describes the clinical entities. The
means and methods of treatment are presented in
a critical manner, based on the author's rich
practical experience.

Without attempting to enumerate all the
chapters of the book, I have to mention the ones
related to genodermatoses, mastocytosis, histio-
cytosis, but also the ones rarely found in
dermatology books, such as “Cutaneous mani-
festations in Diabetes Mellitus” and “Physio-
logical and pathological skin changes in
pregnancy”.

Given the burden of not only the skin
diseases that patients feel, but also the skin aging
that each of us has to deal with at some point in
life, I must emphasize the modern data contained
in chapter “Skin aging. Dermato-cosmetologic
therapy”

The book's last section is about sexually
transmitted infections, a pathology that con-
tinues to be a public health problem.

The iconography at the end is very suggestive
and facilitates clinical recognition of the skin
diseases exemplified in the book.

In closing, I am noticing that the author
masters the art of medical writing, having a clear
style of presentation that increases the teaching
value of the book. I congratulate the author and I
am sure that the doctors will be delighted by this
book which enriches medical dermatology
literature heritage.
