Virgil Patrascu, aparutd in
anul 2014, la editura SITECH din
Craiova, reprezintd in opinia
mea un eveniment editorial,
fiind o carte foarte utild pentru
pregéatirea in domeniul Dermato-
venerologiei.

In conditiile avalansei infor-
mationale moderne, se recu-
noaste faptul ca periodic cdrtile
medicale trebuie reinnoite.
Avand in vedere descoperirile
continue in ceea ce priveste
mecanismele patogenice si
terapia bolilor dermatologice,
consider bine-venitd aceasta
lucrare, care apare la sase ani de

The third edition of the book
“Dermatological Diseases and
Sexually Transmitted Infections”
of Prof. Virgil Patrascu, MD,
PhD, published in 2014 by
SITECH Publishing House from
Craiova, represents, in my
opinion, an editorial event, being
a very useful guide for training
in Dermato-Venereology.

Given the current avalanche
of modern day information, we
are compelled to admit the fact
that each publication requires
periodical updates. Considering
the continuous discoveries con-
cerning pathogenic mechanisms
and the therapy of skin diseases,
I find this book, which is
published six years after the first
edition, and two years from the

la prima editie, respectiv la doi

ani de la editia precedents. In cele 708 pagini ale
cdrtii, sunt prezentate notiunile fundamentale
moderne referitoare la principalele boli dermato-
logice.

Lucrarea este structuratd in 48 de capitole.
Fiecare capitol este dens in continut stiintific,
cuprinzand cele mai noi cunostinte despre
patologia dermatologicd tratatd, autorul consul-
tand 341 surse bibliografice, cu 33 mai multe
decét pentru editia anterioard. Sunt prezentate
corect sub aspect stiintific, in capitole distincte,
infectiile cutanate (virale, bacteriene, micotice) si
dermatozele parazitare.

Avand in vedere cd alergia este boala
epidemicd a secolului XXI, in continuare autorul
prezintd dermatozele prin substrat imunoalergic:
urticarii, eczeme, vasculite, eritemul polimorf etc.

Consumul crescut de produse farmaceutice
pe plan mondial face sd se inregistreze tot mai

previous edition, to be a wel-
come and valuable addition in its respective field
of medical research. In the 708 pages of the book,
we can find modern, fundamental concepts
related to the main dermatological diseases.

The book is structured in 48 chapters. Each
chapter is rich in scientific content, including the
latest knowledge about the treated dermato-
logical pathology, the author making reference to
341 bibliographic sources, 33 more than in the
previous edition. Skin infections (viral, bacterial,
fungal) and parasitic dermatoses are presented
properly from a scientific standpoint, within
distinct chapters.

Considering the fact that allergies are the
epidemic disease of the 21% century, the author
presents dermatoses as having an immunoal-
lergic undertone: urticaria, eczema, vasculitis,
erythema multiforme etc.

The increased consumption of pharmaceu-
tical products in the world has generated more
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multe reactii iatrogene, aproximativ 50% dintre
acestea fiind cutanate. Acestea relevd importanta
parcurgerii capitolului , Reactii cutanate post-
medicamentoase”, al cdrui continut reflecta
stadiul actual al cunoasterii.

Un domeniu de mare actualitate il reprezinta
,Bolile tesutului conjunctiv” si ,Dermatozele
buloase autoimune”, prezentate excelent in
capitolele 20, respectiv 22.

In capitolele referitoare la precancerele si
cancerele cutanate sunt redate notiunile cele mai
recente privind carcinogeneza si sunt descrise
inspirat entitdtile clinice. Mijloacele si metodele
terapeutice sunt prezentate critic pe baza bogatei
experiente practice a autorului.

Fara a incerca sa enumadr toate capitolele,
amintesc totusi pe cele referitoare la genoder-
matoze, mastocitoze, histiocitoze, dar si pe cele
mai rar intalnite in cdrtile de dermatologie,
precum ,Manifestdri cutanate in diabetul
zaharat” si ,Modificdri cutanate fiziologice si
patologice In sarcind”.

Avénd in vedere povara nu numai a bolilor
dermatologice pe care o simt pacientii, dar si a
imbdtranirii cutanate pe care o simte la un
moment al vietii fiecare dintre noi, trebuie sa
subliniez datele moderne cuprinse in capitolul
Imbitranirea cutanati. Terapii dermato
cosmetice”.

Cartea se incheie cu sectiunea privind
infectiile sexual-transmisibile, patologie care
continud sd ramana o problemd de sdndtdte
publica.

Iconografia de la final, mult iImbunatatita
comparativ cu editiile precedente, este foarte
sugestivd si inlesneste recunoasterea clinicd a
bolilor cutanate exemplificate.

Bogata experienta profesionala si didacticd a
autorului, care este medic primar dermatolog si
profesor universitar, a stat la baza unei riguroase
sistematizdri a informatiei.

In incheiere, remarc faptul ci autorul
stdpaneste arta scrisului medical, decurgand de
aici un stil clar de prezentare care creste valoarea
didacticd a cartii de fata. Adresez felicitari
autorului si sunt convins cd vor fi incantati
medicii care vor parcurge aceastd carte ce
imbogateste patrimoniul literaturii medicale
dermatologice.

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iatrogenic reactions, approximately 50% of these
being cutaneous. The importance of all of these
factors is explored in the chapter “Drug-induced
skin reactions”, whose contents reflect the current
state of knowledge.

“Connective tissue diseases” and “Auto-
immune bullous dermatoses”, fields of great
interest nowadays, are perfectly analysed in
Chapters 20 and 22.

In the chapters relating to pre-cancers and
skin cancers, we find the latest notions regarding
carcinogenesis while also accurately describing
the clinical entities.

The means and therapeutic methods are
presented critically on the basis of the vast
practical experience of the author.

Without attempting to enumerate all chapters,
I would still like to mention those reffering to
genodermatosis, mastocytosis, histiocytosis, and
also those rarely met in books of dermatology,
such as “Cutaneous manifestations in diabetes
mellitus” and “Physiological and pathological
skin changes in pregnancy”.

Given the burden felt by patients, not only
because of dermatological diseases, but also
because of the skin aging felt by each and every
one of us at one point in our lifetime, I must
emphasize the modern data comprised in the
chapter “Skin Aging. Dermato - cosmetic
treatments”.

The book concludes with a section regarding
sexually transmitted infections, a pathology
which continues to be a primary matter of public
health.

The iconography from the end of the book, is
greatly improved compared to previous editions,
being very suggestive, facilitating the clinical
detection of the exemplified cutaneous diseases.

The vast didactic and professional experience
of the author, who is both primary physician in
dermatology and University Professor, formed
the basis of a rigorous systematization of
information.

In conclusion, I would point out that the
author masters the art of medical writing,
generating a clear style of presentation that
increases the teaching value of the book. I
congratulate the author and I am convinced that
it will bring delight to all professionals reading it,
a work which enriches the patrimony of
dermatological medical literature.

Revista de Dermatologie primeste articole care se incadreaza In urmatoarele categorii:

Editoriale (puncte de vedere), maxim trei pagini cu discutarea subiectului cu comitetul de
redactie

Articole de cercetare originald, maxim zece pagini (studii clinice si experimentale, probleme de
terapeuticd)

Cazuri clinice, maxim sase pagini

Articole generale (sinteze), maxim zece pagini

Scurte comunicdri, maxim trei pagini

Scrieri cdtre autori, maxim doud pagini

Recenzii carte, maxim 1-2 pagini

Anunturi (manifestari stiintifice, raportdri, alte evenimente)

Modul de prezentare a articolelor

Continutul unui articol trebuie aranjat in ordinea urmatoare:

1. titlu; 2. rezumat; 3. introducere; 4. material si metod4; 5. rezultate; 6. discutii; 7. concluzii; 8.
mentiuni; 9. bibliografie; 10. legenda figurilor; 11. figuri (fotografii); 12. tabele.

Paginile vor fi numerotate, inclusiv bibliografia.

Prima pagina cuprinde: titlul, numele autorului (autorilor) fara a prezenta titluri academice,
orasul unde isi desfdsoara activitatea profesionald, cu asterix in subsolul paginii, unitatea de
lucru unde isi desfasoara activitatea. Este recomandat ca numaérul autorilor s nu fie mai mare
de sase.

In continuare prima pagind va cuprinde rezumatul articolului in limba romand si in limba
englezad, maximum 300 de cuvinte pentru fiecare rezumat.

Dupa fiecare rezumat se ataseazd cuvintele cheie in numar de 3-7 in limba romana si engleza.

In subsolul paginii se trece persoana de corespondentd cu nume complet adresd de
corespondentd completd (postd, telefon, fax, e-mail).

Textul articolului trebuie scris la doud randuri cu margine de 3 cm stanga, cu prezenta
obligatorie a semnelor diacritice caracteristice ortografiei romane. Articolul trebuie trimis atat
pe hartie cat si pe suport electronic (CD, dischetd). Pe marginea articolului se pot preciza
localizarile aproximative ale tabelelor sau figurilor.

Dupa textul articolului si inaintea bibliografiei sunt trecute multumirile, sursele de finantare,
acorduri de finantare sau de altd naturd care pot sa existe cu firmele ale cdror produse
(medicamente sau materiale sanitare) sunt mentionate in articol.

Referintele bibliografice vor avea un numadr care respectd ordinea citdrii in text, sau in ordinea
alfabeticd a autorilor principali, fiecare referintd bibliografica comportd numele primilor trei
autori urmat de initiala prenumelui, titlul articolului in limba de origine, numele prescurtat al
revistei (In conformitate cu abrevierea de uz general din Index Medicus, anul aparitiei,
volumul, prima si ultima pagind, pentru carti se va mentiona autorul, titlul, editura, orasul,
anul aparitiei. In text numarul referintei bibliografice va fi incadrat in paranteze drepte.
Exemplu: Nume autori-nume initiald, titlul articolului in limba de origine, titlul revistei, an
aparitie, volum, prima si ultima pagina.

Tabele (grafice, scheme). Fiecare tabel (grafic, schemad) va figura pe o pagina separatd, va fi
numerotat cu cifre romane si va avea un titlu, autorul va preciza locul unde trebuie inserat in
text.



Figurile (fotografiile) vor fi clare, numerotate cu cifre arabe pe verso, in ordinea in care apar in
text, facultativ insotite de o legendd dactilografiatad pe o foaie separatd, cu sdgeti indicatoare de
pozitionare. Figurile, fotografiile vor fi trimise atat pe hartie fotografica cat si pe CD. Autorii
vor preciza locul unde trebuie inserate in text, vor fi atasate articolului in plic. Trebuie protejata
identitatea pacientilor care apar in fotografii (identitate ascunsa sau acord de publicare).

Articolele pot fi trimise atat in limba roménd cat si in limba englezd, publicarea se va face in
functie de limba in care a fost trimis articolul sau dupad cum specifica autorii.

III. Articolele trimise spre publicare vor trebui sd indeplineasca urmaétoarele conditii:

Toate articolele vor fi supuse recenziei editoriale si acolo unde este cazul pentru avizul de
publicare se va apela la referenti alesi din cadrul comitetului stiintific al revistei. Opiniile
acestor referenti vor fi comunicate autorilor articolului supus recenziei.

Este de presupus cd autorii au acordul comitetului de etica
al institutiei in care s-a desfdsurat experimentul si au acordul pacientilor pentru experimentele
efectuate. De asemenea studiile efectuate pe animale de laborator trebuie sd respecte
reglementdrile In domeniu.

Autorii articolelor trimise spre publicare trebuie sa evite conflictele de interese si sd mentioneze
la sfarsitul articolelor, acolo unde este cazul, sursa de finantare.

Prin publicarea articolului autorul transferd dreptul de reproducere al acestuia Societatii
Romane de Dermatologie, nici un articol intreg sau parte a acestuia nu poate fi reprodus in alte
publicatii fard acordul scris al redactiei revistei Dermatovenerologia.

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Instructions to authors

The ROMANIAN JOURNAL OF DERMATOLOGY is the official organ of the Romanian Society of
Dermatology & Venereology. It welcomes contributions that advance the medical science and practice of
dermatology and venereology. Emphasis is placed upon aspects of the specialy that are of interest to the
practicing dermato-venereologist. The journal has four editions in a year. The medium time for an article
to be published after submitted to the Editor is three months.

I. Types of Contribution:
Manuscripts are welcome in the following categories and preference will be given to articles that fall
within the limits and definitions given:

Editorials (brief substantiated commentary on particular subjects): Maximum three pages and
should be initially discussed with the Editor Committee

Original Research Articles (clinical and investigative laboratory research articles,
therapeutically challenges): Maximum ten pages

Case Reports: Maximum six pages

General Articles (synthesis): Maximum ten pages

Brief Communications: Maximum three pages

Letters to the Authors: Maximum two pages

Book Reviews: Maximum 1-2 pages

Advertisements (scientific events, conference reports, etc.)

II. Organization of Manuscripts
The article should contain in this exact order:
1. Full title; 2. Abstract; 3. Introduction; 4. Materials and Methods; 5. Results; 6. Discussions; 7.
Conclusions; 8. Other comments; 9. References; 10. Figures legend; 11. Figures (photos); 12. Tables.
Every part of the manuscript, including the title page, references, tables, etc., should be numbered.

First page should contain: full title, name(s) of the author(s) without academic titles, complete
postal address(es) of the affiliations(s) of the authors(s). We recommend the maximum number
of authors should not exceed six for an article.

Next, first page should contain the article’s abstract in Romanian (for romanian authors) and
English, maximum 300 words for each abstract.

After each abstract a list keywords (3-7 items) should be attached in Romanian and English.

At the end of the first page the complete name, complete telephone, fax numbers and current
e-mail address of the corresponding author should be mentioned.

The entire manuscript should be typed double-space, with a 3 cm space to the left side and with
mandatory Romanian diacritical signs. The article should be sent to the Editor in the form of
listed material and also electronic format (CD, floppy disc). The approximate position of the
figures and tables can be mentioned.

After the main text of the article and before references authors are request to disclose the
financial sources, any financial or other arrangement they may have with a company whose
product is mentioned in this article.

All publications cited in the text should be presented in a list of references following the text of
the manuscript. References should be numbered in accordance with appearance in the text or in
alphabetical order of the main authors. Every reference should contain the family name and the
initial of the first name of the three main authors, the original article’s name, the abbreviated
publication’s name (according to the Medical Subject Headings from Index Medicus), the year
when was published, the number of the publication, first and last page and for the books the
author name and title, the Editor, town, year of publicaton. In the manuscript the reference’s
number should be listed in straight parenthesis.



Tables should be presented on separate sheets of paper, they should have brief and self-
explanatory titles and be numbered with Romanic letters in the order in which they appear in
the text. The author will specify the place where the tables will be inserted in the text.

Figures (photos) must have a good quality; the back of each figure should carry the following
information: figure number in the order in which they appear in the text and an arrow
indicating the top of the figure. The figures will be sent as photographs and in electronic format
(CD). Authors must mention where figures will be inserted in the text. Patients appearing in
photographs should have their identity concealed or should give write consent to publication.

III. The manuscripts have to respect all the following conditions:

All articles will be subject to peer-review by one or more referees of the Scientific Editor
Committee. The comments of these referees will be passed later on to the authors of the
manuscript.

Submission of an article is understood to imply that the article is original and unpublished and
not being considered for publication elsewhere.

Any material (figures, tables, paragraphs from other articles) which has been published
elsewhere must be accompanied by written consent to republication by the copyright holder
and the authors. It is the author’s responsability to ensure that no part of any manuscript
submitted for publication in the journal will be libelous or infringe upon or violate any
copyright or any other personal or proprietary rights, or negligently contain material which
will be harmful or otherwise be unlawful.

Human subject experiments should be in accordance with the ethical standards of a responsible
committee and with the Helsinki Declaration. Animal studies should also be carried out within
recognised guidelines for the care of laboratory animals.

Authors must avoid conflict of interest and are requested to disclose any financial or other
arrangement they may have with a company whose product is mentioned in this article.

The author will transfer the manuscript’s copyright to the Romanian Society of Dermatology &
Venereology and the material (figures, tables, paragraphs) from the article can’t be published
anywhere else without the written consent of the Dermatology Journaly.

Committee cannot be held responsible for errors or any consequences arising from the use of
information containned in this journal; the views and opinions expressed do not necessarily
reflect those of the Publisher, the Romanian Society of Dermatology & Venerology and the
Scientific Editor Committee of the products advertised.
